Punctuality is equally important so please make sure 

your child leaves plenty of time to get into form rooms 

ready for registration at 8.40am.



Uniform

• Plain black school-style trousers (not leggings)

• A light blue shirt/blouse

• The branded Northgate embroidered sweatshirt.

• White, navy, black or grey socks.

• A plain black or dark blue head covering for religious 

reasons.

• Accessories like belts and hair bands should be plain and 

consistent with Northgate uniform colours.

• Footwear: answer ‘yes’ to these questions:

• Are they black, school-style shoes?

• Are the free from a different coloured logo?

• Are they leather or faux leather?

• Are they low heeled?
